 You and your students are cordially invited to attend the 18th annual Flint Hill School 
Certamen, to be held on the 12th of January 2008 Anno Domini at the Flint Hill Upper School 
campus. 
 This year we will host five levels of competition: Level I, Level I Advanced (for students 
who are in their second year of a Latin I course), Level II, Level III, and the Upper Level.  Each 
school is allowed to enter a total of five teams; however, there is a limit of two teams per school 
per level.  Additional students may wish to attend and play on a filler-basis.  There will be a 
registration fee of $15.00 per team. 
  

There will be the standard three preliminary rounds and one final round of certamen. In the 
preliminary rounds, each toss-up question will have one bonus, whereas in the finals, each toss-up 
will have two boni.  Like last year, the theme of our certamen will be NJCL Certamen—the certamen 
questions will not be as difficult as Nationals questions, but the styles of question will be modeled 
after NJCL questions from the past three years, including an abbreviated listening comprehension 
question each round to model the same format change occurring at the national level.

Your registration fees may follow later, or you may bring them with you on the day of the certamen.
